FINAL REPORT
1. Consideration and approval of draft order of business (GRIC/M.1/doc.12/13) and draft schedule (GRIC/M.1/doc.13/13)

The Chairman submitted the draft order of business, document GRIC/M.1/doc.12/13, and the draft schedule, document GRIC/M.1/doc.13/13 for consideration of the member states, which were approved without modifications.
2. Remarks of Minister Fernando Núñez Fábrega, Minister of Foreign Relations of the Republic of Panama

Minister Fernando Núñez Fábrega, Minister of Foreign Relations of the Republic of Panama, addressed the plenary SIRG, welcoming all of the attendees.  The remarks of Minister Núñez Fábrega were released as document GRIC/M.1/doc.6/13.
3. Remarks of Ambassador Albert Ramdin, OAS Assistant Secretary General 

OAS Assistant Secretary General, Albert Ramdin, addressed the plenary on behalf of Secretary General Insulza, and thanked the Government of Panama for hosting the next Summit and the Government of Colombia for its leadership as Chairmen of the process over the past years.  Ambassador Ramdin also reminded the audience that next year we will be celebrating the 20th Anniversary of the Summits process, and that over those twenty years of the process, a number of initiatives have been set into motion which came out of the Summits process, citing examples such as the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE); the Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism (MEM) on drugs; Mechanism for Follow-up on the Implementation of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption (MESICIC); Inter-American Democratic Charter; Inter-American Social Protection Network; Energy and Climate Partnership of the Americas.  Ambassador Ramdin also emphasized the need to boost efforts on the national and sub-regional level to secure funding and successfully implement the mandates of the Summits.
4. Presentation of Ambassador Alfonso Quiñonez, Executive Secretary of the Summits of the Americas, on the implementation and follow-up phase of the Summits of the Americas, and Launching of the book “Volume VI:  Official Documents of the Summits of the Americas Process.  From Port-of-Spain (2009) to Cartagena de Indias (2012).” 

In keeping with the mandate of the SIRG to properly follow up on implementation of the mandates emanating from the Summits of the Americas, Ambassador Alfonso Quiñonez, Executive Secretary of the Summits of the Americas, presented a report to the member states on the follow-up and implementation phase of the Summits process.  The full report was designated as document GRIC/M.1/INF.5/13.

[image: image1.jpg]Additionally, during his presentation, Ambassador Quiñonez introduced the book “Volume VI: Official Documents of the Summits of the Americas Process.  From Port-of-Spain (2009) to Cartagena de Indias (2012)”, which is a compendium of the “Mandates Emanating from the Sixth Summit of the Americas” and Statements arrived at by consensus, as well as the documents that were approved at the Ministerial meetings conducted between the Fifth and the Sixth Summits of the Americas. 

At the end of the presentation, the Chairman thanked Ambassador Quiñonez for the presentation on progress in the implementation of the mandates of the Summits.  Additionally, the Chairman encouraged the States to submit their respective national reports on follow-up and implementation of the mandates to the Secretariat of Summits, and to use the SISCA tool to do so. The Chairman noted that this information is of great importance to be able to demonstrate to the citizens of the Hemisphere concrete results emanating from the Summit process. 

5. High-level dialogue between Ministers of Foreign Relations 

The delegations of Colombia, United States, Canada, Nicaragua, Venezuela, Ecuador, Argentina, Brazil, Uruguay, Chile, Peru, Mexico, El Salvador, Guyana, Trinidad and Tobago and Barbados took the floor to speak during the meeting and expressed their support for Panama as host of the next Summit as well as for the Summit process in general and noted the importance of the follow-up and implementation phase of the process.

The States agreed on the need to renew the commitment to implementation of the mandates of the Sixth and prior Summits.  Additionally, the States shared the advancements that are being made at the national level in terms of mandate implementation, as well as the initiatives and programs that are being conducted in the their respective countries in this area. 

Some of the States that took the floor during this meeting also reintroduced their interest in Cuba being invited to participate at the next Summit of the Americas.  The Chair formed an ad hoc committee on this particular topic, which was open to the participation of any delegation, in order to advise the Government of Panama, the host of the Seventh Summit of the Americas to be held in 2015, on the possibility of inviting Cuba to participate in the next Summit. 

6. Final considerations, other business and adjournment of the meeting
