Executive Summary of Canada’s National Report on Summit Implementation (February/05 – May/05)
Please note that all financial figures are given in Canadian Dollars. The numbers and titles given below correspond to the areas and sub-themes of activity from the Quebec City Plan of Action.
Canada has committed approximately $680 million since April 2001 in support of the Quebec City Summit of the Americas Plan of Action and the Declaration of Nuevo Leon which came out of the Special Summit in January 2004. 

QUEBEC CITY PLAN OF ACTION

1. Making Democracy Work Better
· Canada contributed $5 million to the development of local governance capacity and $3.65 million to poverty reduction and governance development in Haiti. 

2. Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms

· Canada contributed $5 million to strengthen human rights in Bolivia through the Ombudsman’s office. 

· Canada supported several initiatives regarding migration, immigrant integration and remittance flows in the region, as well as a project to assist victims of landmines to reintegrate into society. 

· Canada approved funding of $5 million (2005-2010) and $1 million (2005-2008) to help combat violence against Aboriginal women. Canada also began spending $700,000 over the next year on two other initiatives to help reduce violence against Aboriginal women. 

· In light of the Beijing + 10 review and appraisal process, Canada is developing a new federal strategy for gender equality. 
3. Justice, Rule of Law and Security of Individuals
· Canada provided approximately $200,000 for various initiatives building institutional support, preventing crime and combating drugs and violence in the region. 

4. Hemispheric Security

· Canada contributed approximately $140,000 toward strengthening democratic governance in the security sector and combating terrorism in the region.

7.   Infrastructure and Regulatory Environment

· Canada contributed approximately $150,000 to developing increased capacity in civil aviation, telecommunications and other connectivity-related infrastructure. 
8.   Disaster Management

· Canada contributed $2.7 million to help provide relief to flood victims in Guyana. 

9.   Environmental Foundation for Sustainable Development

· Canada contributed approximately $12 million to natural resources and social development projects in El Salvador, Nicaragua and Costa Rica. 

10. Agriculture Management and Rural Development

· Canada contributed $1.4 million to help SME dairy producers in Paraguay and $6.15 million to agroforestry resource management in Haiti. 

11. Labour and Employment

· Canada contributed $650,000 to five separate labour-related cooperative and technical assistance projects.
14. Health

· Canada contributed approximately $150,000 to projects related to long-term care for senior citizens and a bilateral project with Brazil on basic health needs in Haiti. Canada is also active in securing ratification and implementing the International Convention on Tobacco. 
16. Indigenous Peoples

· Canada contributed $75,000 to help integrate members of the indigenous population in Bolivia into the military. Canada also facilitated aboriginal participation in a WSIS preparatory conference. 

18. Children and Youth

· Canada contributed $16.5 million over 7 years to support Nicaragua’s implementation of a plan for basic education for all. Canada also provided Argentina with $1 million for a 3-year project to provide youth with training in the tourism industry. 

DECLARATION OF NUEVO LEON

Economic Growth With Equity to Reduce Poverty

Canada committed $16 million over five years in support of rural poverty reduction in Nicaragua and Guatemala. Canada also committed a further $10.4 million over 7 years to Guatemala for sustainable rural development and job creation and $2.8 million over 3 years to Nicaragua to help increase agricultural production. 
Canada contributed $11.6 million to reduce poverty and build capacity in Haiti. 

Social Development

Canada worked with Guatemala and El Salvador to help reduce juvenile delinquency and rehabilitate young offenders. 
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
